Its goal is to discover and promote all kind of strong and original visual performances 
such as acts and shows.

The agency has 3 different customers:
• Prestigious event companies around the world. It offers them incredible and unseen 
circus, magic and cabaret acts and shows.
• TV companies. It has already worked with TV channels in countries such as China, 
France, Belgium, Italy, Norway, Tunisia, Morocco, Turkey and Greece.
• Festivals. Each year, the agency collaborates with several well-known magic and circus 
festivals worldwide.

Talents & Productions is a young (it was founded in 2004) and dynamic company who 
was able to grow with today’s emerging technology.
For example, more than 900 videos of performers are already available to customers 
online. 
This technique helps to save time and cut costs. 
Year 2008 appears to be a key year in the agency’s life as it became Luc Petit’s official 
agent and Cirque d’Hiver Bouglione of Paris official’s partner.



Luc Petit has surpassed himself countless of times in the conception of events. From the Closing 
Ceremony for the commemoration of Charles Quint (Gand), the 150th Aniversary of the National Bank 
of Belgium, Cap Gemini, which was created to commemorate the merger of Ernst & Young, to Vous
êtes l'energie (You are Energy) (Liège), closing ceremony during the National Energy Day initiated by 
the Ministry of Energy for Wallonia are amongst his creations.

Luc Petit became a privileged collaborator of Franco Dragone in the year 2000. In 2001, Franco 
entrusted the production of the Disney Cinema Parade for the brand new Disneyland Resort, Paris, to 
him in collaboration with Danielle Roy. Taking on this challenge was very exciting for him. This was the 
first time ever that Disney entrusted this production to an external creator. The Parade was ready in 11 
months and was a resounding success.
Under the artistic direction of Franco, Luc is responsible for the conception and direction of a large 
number of Dragone productions : the urban operas Decrocher la Lune (Take Down the Moon 1 and 2) 
(La Louvière), the opening ceremony of the Euro 2000 (King Baudouin stadium, third most important 
world event), Au Fil de l’Homme (The Path of Man), inauguration of the world’s largest Sluice (Strepy) 
and Chapeau Europa Congratulations Europe (Congratulations Europe) at the Market Place in 
Brussels.

In 2005, Franco Dragone once again requested his services for the creation and direction of 
Zarabanda, opening show at the prestigious International Jumping competition in Brussels In 2007, he 
worked once again with Dragone Productions on the inauguration spectacle of the Crown Macau 
Hotel. It was a new challenge as more than 150 artists from all over the world worked together on this 
show. Dancers, stilt-walkers, dragons, trampolines, acrobats, giant fans, projections and water-screens 
were some of the elements contributing to this colorful event.

Since 1852 the Cirque d'hiver (the "Winter Circus"), at the juncture of the rue des Filles Calvaires and 
rue Amelot, Paris 11ème, has been a prominent venue for circuses, exhibitions of dressage, musical 
concerts and other events, today also including fashion shows. The orchestral concerts of Jules Etienne 
Pasdeloup were held at the Cirque d'hiver, as well as exhibitions of Turkish wrestling.

Since 1934 it has been the Cirque d'hiver-Bouglione, operated by the Bouglione brothers and their 
heirs. The original configuration accommodated 4,000, which has been reduced today because of fire 
codes to 2,090.

The Bouglione family is one of the oldest family circus in France and also the most known circus family 
in France. For 10 years now the new generation has decided to present each year a circus show from 
October to March at the Cirque d’Hiver.

'Stars', the 10th show since the new generation Bouglione took back the shows in the Cirque d'Hiver. 
Every season always more spectators anticipates in front of the doors of the Cirque d'Hiver. They can 
admire the facade entirety restored with the hope of resuscitated the building according to its 1852 
original characteristics.

The Cirque d'Hiver takes up with the fame that cultissime broadcast emission presented by Roger 
Lanzac had brought to it ' The Ring of Stars '. For this 10th anniversary, the Bouglione family entitled her 
new show 'Stars' as a bridge between this glorious memory and the burning wishes contemporary to 
immortalize the magic of the circus.

Returning to Monaco he became the assistant general manager of a company called 
Marsu Productions. For four years he managed the rights of the famous comics characters 
created by Franquin: Marsupilami and Gaston Lagaffe.

After that it was a normal and logical step for him to return to the world of entertainment 
and live his passion fully.
